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Effect of Rehabilitation Nursing on Stroke Patients in Department of Neurology

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Abstract: Objective: To study and analyze the application effect of rehabilitation nursing in stroke patients in department
of neurology. Methods: A total of 200 stroke patients in the department of neurology were studied. The study period was
from April 2020 to April 2021. All patients were equally divided into the study group and the control group. They received
rehabilitation nursing and routine nursing respectively. The treatment and nursing of the two groups were observed and
compared. Results: In the study group, the score of limb motor function (72.82 + 1.14), the score of living ability (66.63 *
2.62), nursing satisfaction (95.0%), physical function (89.48 * 6.14), emotional function (93.38 * 5.56), social function (91.52
+ 5.13) and mental health (92.38 + 5.11) were significantly better than those in the control group: the scores of limb motor
function (64.75 * 1.53), life ability (49.45 + 1.52), nursing satisfaction (83.09%), physical function (72.45 + 6.16), emotional
function (84.86 + 0.62), social function (82.57 + 5.11) and mental health (81.06 * 4.12). There was significant difference
between the two groups (P < 0.05). Conclusion: The clinical effect of rehabilitation nursing for stroke patients in department of
neurology is more significant, which can effectively improve the limb function and living ability of patients, improve the quality
of life of patients, and improve the satisfaction of patients during treatment.
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
